DAYTONA WRAP UP by Jim Struebing

| wasn’t even at the Daytona Bike Week and never have been so how can | wrap up what the
week was like? My information comes from www.motorcycle.com in an article by Jeremiah Knupp. |

Mr. Knupp writes about the worry exposed by OEM industry reps after seeing a smaller
Daytona crowd this year. The reasons for pessimism for the industry are many such as a poorer



economy, rising gas prices, less retail sales, more inventory, a loss of political clout, and the AMA in
disarray.

Unfortunately, there is the strong perception that new motorcycles are nothing more than high
priced toys used for entertainment and not for transportation. After years of advertising expensive
chrome and lifestyle rather than practicality, do people really need to buy motorcycles in a poor
economy? Also, after years of the industry promoting loud pipes, bad boy images of leather and
tattoos, and super-bike speeds on the highway the huge non-motorcycle-owning public has little
empathy for motorcycle rights these days. Safety statistics are nothing to be proud of. A positive
future for the motorcycle industry and sport is becoming more uncertain these days.

EXCEPTION! In the opinion of the journalist there is a certain German company that seems
to be doing things right. Below are a few paragraphs from the article. Could the words hi-viz, flip-up,
adventure, aluminum bags, GPS, and GS be in your (my) future and the future of the masses? Read
below how the Springfield Milers could lead the industry out of the doldrums.

From the article:

“If the industry is waiting for the next-big thing to replace the chopper phenomenon, Bike Week didn’t
provide any clear answer. The press has kicked around a lot of ideas, from custom sport bikes or
stunter replicas, from baggers to trikes. Harleys will never be replaced by another brand at American
motorcycle rallies, but what better place to judge the up-and-comers, the next trend in the industry,
and the potential savior of American motorcycling.

At this year’s Daytona Bike Week, hope comes from, of all places, Germany.

BMW'’s GS boxer Twin, it seems, may be the new chopper. And why not? It's an expensive model off
the showroom floor. There are plenty of pricey bits available, a titanium so-and-so guard, a
combination GPS/radar detector/cup holder mount, to keep owners coming back to the parts counter.
Like cruisers, adventure riding even has its own outfit (I've never seen so many hi-viz yellow
Aerostitch jackets or flip-front helmets before). The same doctors and lawyers who prowled the streets
of Daytona on Deuces and Fatboys now congregate in groups mounted on aluminum-bagged
adventure bikes.



i : S | hate to see any type of motorcycling co-opted into a
fashion trend, but |f | had to choose, | can’t think of another type of motorcycle that I'd rather have it
happen to. Adventure bikes are arguably the best motorcycles out there. From long-distance touring
to heading to the grocery store, from daily commuting to fire-road riding, these bikes do it all. If
adventure bikes become the next big trend, maybe more riders will find out how practical motorcycles
can be. Maybe they’ll ride more. Maybe they’ll leave the trailer at home and just take the bike. Even
the television reality shows that have been our downfall can be our revival, with Ewan MacGregor’s
Long Way travelogues replacing the bike-building shows and convincing people that motorcycles can
actually be used to go places and that motorcycle riders can be intelligent, considerate and thoughtful
human beings.

BMW may be the example that the rest of the industry should look to. They're a company that has
realized that they have to break out of their narrow, traditional market, offending some die-hard fans,
but bringing some new blood into the brand. They've chosen to introduce radically new models in the
face of a slumping market. They've thrown their machines into serious racing competitions as a way
to advertise them and they’'ve built a product line that is based on qualities like dependability,
practicality, technology, safety and environmental friendliness. The GS model headlines this approach
in a very successful way. It's not only the best selling BMW in the U.S., it accounts for one-third of the
company’s two-wheeled production of a company whose sales worldwide were up in 2007.

Bike Week seems to sum up all of the problems facing the motorcycling community. Are we more
concerned about value or superficiality, safety or attitude, public opinion or how much noise our
engine makes? What's more important, what's going on in the racetrack pits or what's going on in the
coleslaw pits? At the same time, it seems to provide some of the answers.”
