VIETNAM/TOKYO TRIP REPORT– Hellar Armbruster 
 
Just returned from my recent Honeymoon to Vietnam and Japan and talk about two countries 
in love with 2-wheeled machines.  Being a true Springfield Miler at heart, I kept making my 
wife take pictures of bikes during our daily adventures.  I will say Hanoi was the wildest 
scooter experience I have seen (although I hear India is more nuts).  Hanoi just recently lifted 
the ban on two wheeled vehicles in the city, so with a population of 10 million, 6 Million 
people took to riding scooters daily in a city with no lane divides, and hardly any street lights.  
Speed of the traffic or “the schools of fish” is about 30-35 mph.  Traffic swarms down the 
streets and around people crossing.  Our guide told us to just walk slowly across and the 
traffic flows around you (including giant tour buses too!).  The most fun was riding cyclos 
through the French Quarter and having swarms of scooters drive around you.  These people 
truly have turned bicycles and scooters into beasts of burden as well.  You Vietnam vets in 
the club wouldn’t recognize this place now.
